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Last month we reported that the 
Budget & Finance Committee 
had begun a study of  ways to 
continue to minimize fee 
increases. The B&F CommitteeÕs  
Conservation Subcommittee has 
developed a comprehensive 
program to analyze Tiber IslandÕs 
energy consumption and costs.  
As that proceeds, the 
Subcommittee is also working 
with the Board of  Directors and 
Management to immediately 
implement cost saving ideas. 

The Board of  Directors at its 
January meeting accepted the 
Conservation SubcommitteeÕs 
recommendation to conduct a 
Resident Energy Survey.  This 
survey will provide insight into 
our communityÕs energy usage 
and appliance stock.  This will  
provide guidance on where 
savings can be achieved.  The 
next step will then be to 
determine concrete steps to help 
residents increase energy 
efÞciency.  This could possibly 
include some form of  incentives. 

Please take a few minutes to Þll 
out the Resident Energy Survey 
and return it to the South Tower 
Reception Desk.  If  you need 
assistance in Þnding information 
on appliances or other devices, 
please contact Management. 

To further involve the 
community, a segment of  the 

March 18 Annual Meeting will 
be devoted to energy efÞciency 
and cost savings. A guest speaker 
will discuss the subject and take 
questions from attendees. In 
addition, all Annual Meeting 
attendees will receive an energy 
efÞciency product. 

As an immediate energy 
reduction measure, Management 
will soon install energy saving 
compact ßuorescent lights (CFLs) 
in the South Tower lobby.  CFLs 
have  many advantages compared 
to incandescent bulbs.  They use 
75 percent less energy and last up 
to 10 times longer. This translates 
to savings of  approximately $47 
in electricity costs over each 
bulbÕs lifetime.  In addition, CFLs 
produce less heat, which can cut 
energy costs associated with 
cooling. 

If  the test is successful in the 
South Tower lobby, CFLs will be 
installed in the lobbies of  the 
other three towers.

"
¥ Four out of  Þve plastic bottles are thrown away rather than recycled." 

To put that in numbers, Americans threw away 38 billion plastic 
water bottles last year, and about 1.5 million barrels of  oil were used 
to make the bottles.  On top of  that is  the waste that went into 
landÞlls and the greenhouse gases emitted while transporting the 
beverages."

¥ 24% of  the bottled water we buy is tap water repackaged by Coke 

and Pepsi.
"
¥ Fiji Water produces more than a million bottles a day, while more 

than half  the people in Fiji do not have reliable drinking water.
"
¥ The bubbles in San Pellegrino are extracted from volcanic springs in 

Tuscany , then trucked north and injected into the water from the 
source.

"
Don't be fooled." Most bottled water is from taps." The bottles often 
say "Þltered" or "enhanced with minerals for taste"... just like your 
local tap water." 

Several campaigns are under way to promote the consumption of  tap 
water and to decrease AmericansÕ wasteful water bottle habit."A 
number of  states and cities have already started to Þght water bottle 
waste by urging residents to drink tap water rather than bottled water.  
Restaurants in New York and California are serving only tap water at 
tables.   Efforts are underway to extend this policy to restaurants in the 
DC metro area.  Joe Bastianich, owner of  the well-respected Del Posto 
restaurant in New York City, puts it well: ÒTo spend fossil fuel trucking 
water around the world is absurd. Water should be as local as anything 
gets."

If you are going to consume water from plastic bottles, look for those 
that use less plastic.  A number of  manufacturers have responded to 
concerns about plastic by reducing the amount used in bottles, 
sometimes by as much as 30%.

And please make sure to recycle.   Residents in the Towers should 
place plastic bottles in the designated recycling bins in the Disposal 
Rooms across from the elevators. Townhouse residents will soon 
receive recycling bins to make participation easier.  Townhouse 
residentsÕ bins with glass, metal and plastic can be placed in front of  
townhouses on Thursdays. 

Starting this Spring, area families 
will have a place to gather each 
week for food and fun.  Saturday 
Family Night will take place  in the 
Tiber Island community room. The 
Þrst two nights are February 16 and 
March 29. The informal events will 
run from 4:30 PM - 6:30 PM.
